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I. Introduction

The purpose of this report is to provide the City of Alhambra with meaningful and
updated information to support planning. Information with respect to, for example,
demographic, socio-economic and housing, is obtained from a myriad of sources. In
addition, data related to education is also included. The report focuses on the change
in the city since 2000 in comparison with that of Los Angeles County. The information
is presented and interpreted to demonstrate current trends that may indicate a future
direction of Alhambra.

During this 8-year period,
the city’s population
growth rate of 4.1
percent was well below
the Los Angeles County
rate of 8.9 percent.

After somewhat steady
growth between 2000
and 2002, population
growth slowed down
between 2002 and 2005.
In addition, population
declined significantly
between 2005 and 2007.

From 2007 to 2008, the
city gained its population
growth again, although
its annual growth rate is
only 0.3%, or about 270
additional residents per
year.

Between 2000 and 2012,
the population in
Alhambra continues to be
dominated by the young
and middle-aged working
cohorts (21-34 and 35 -
54 years old) and the
school-age populations (5
to 20 years old).
Together, they are
projected to account for
69 percent of the total
population in 2012,
decreasing from 73
percent in 2000.

Between 2000 and 2012,
the share of population
between ages 55 and 64
is projected to increase
from 8 percent to almost
12 percent, reflecting
primarily the aging of the
baby boomers.

During this 12-year
period, the share of the
age cohort (21 - 34 years
old), however, is
projected to decrease
significantly from 24
percent to 18 percent.

¢ As to the population by

age group, those aged 35
and older are projected to
increase significantly.
