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I. Introduction

updated information to support planning.  Information with respect to, for example, 
demographic, socio-economic and housing, is obtained from a myriad of sources.  In 
addition, data related to education is also included.  The report focuses on the change 
in the city since 2000 in comparison with that of Los Angeles County.  The information 
is presented and interpreted to demonstrate current trends that may indicate a future 
direction of Arcadia.

• Between 2000 and 2012, 
the middle-aged working 
cohort (35 – 54 years 
old) still accounts for the 
highest proportion of the 
population in Arcadia, 
although the proportion 
decreased from about 33 
in 2000 to 27 percent in 
2012. 

• Between 2000 and 2012, 
the share of population 
between ages 55 and 64 
is projected to increase 
from 10 percent to almost 
16 percent, reflecting 
primarily the aging of the 
baby boomers. 

• During this 12-year 
period, the share of the 
age cohort (5 – 20 years 
old), however, is 
projected to decrease 
from 22 percent to 17 
percent. 

 

 

 

 

 

• As for the population by 
age group, three age
