years old).  Together, 
they are projected to 
account for 49 percent of 
the total population in 
2012, decreasing from 60 
percent in 2000. 

• Between 2000 and 2012, 
the share of population 
between ages 55 and 64 
is projected to increase 
from 10 percent to 15 
percent, reflecting 
primarily the aging of the 
baby boomers. 

• During this 12-year 
period, the share of the 
age cohort (21 – 34 years 
old) is projected to 
increase from 16 percent 
to 19 percent.
