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I. Introduction

• Between 2000 and 2012, 
the population in Industry 
continues to be 
dominated by the middle-
aged working cohort (35 
– 54 years old) and the 
school-age populations (5 
to 20 years old).  
Together, they are 
projected to account for 
49 percent of the total 
population in 2012, the 
same percentage as it 
was in 2000. 

• Between 2000 and 2012, 
the share of population 
between ages 55 and 64 
is projected to increase 
from 7 percent to almost 
8 percent, reflecting 
primarily the aging of the 
baby boomers. 

• During this 12-year 
period, the share of the 
age cohort (21 – 34 years 
old), however, is 
projected to decrease 
from about 19 percent to 
15 percent. 

 

 

• As to the population by 
age group, only those 
aged 35 and older are 
projected to increase 
significantly. Specifically, 
between 2000 and 2012, 
the population group ages 
55 and over are projected 
to increase by more than
